Baseline Data from Existing Data Sources
Honestly, it is far easier to “extract” baseline data from existing data sources than trying to find one that “fits a situation” or create your own. Although, not necessary, it is helpful to think about the data you will use as being on three levels (L, I, H) – as it would be difficult to compare future data unless the amounts of data for each level were the same at each future assessment. In addition, it forces us to identify the key aspects of our common issue and then determine the indicators for each level. Please note that the skills/abilities do not always change at each level, they often become more complex as the level increases.
