How to use the Regents Item Analysis
This new tool has two uses: understanding patterns of achievement in your school wide Regents performance, and identifying particular areas students need assistance in. 

Each school that scanned Regents has one tool uploaded into their ARIS private community. When you download the tool, please be sure to enable all the macros.

At the bottom of each tool, you’ll see one tab each for all of the subject areas Regents were scanned for citywide, even if you didn’t scan all of these exams. 

Clicking on any of these tabs will show you all the students who were registered to take the exam at your school. Students who are on your active roster, but may have taken the exams at another school, will not show up on your tool. This is due to the way ATS processes the scanned exams; there is not a current fix for this situation. 

All of the tabs have the same student information for you to sort by in columns B-S: 

· Student Name, OSIS number, and DBN of school they were active in at time test was administered

· IEP & ELL status: for both of these, ‘0’ means no, ‘1’ means yes. 

· Ethnicity code: following new state regulations and ATS coding, students who entered before last year are coded numerically, and students who entered this past school year are coded by letter. 

· Status: ‘A’ is for active on your school’s register; ‘D’ is for discharged students who were scheduled to take the test. 

· Cohort and grade level at the time test was administered

· Score: This shows each student’s cumulative score on the exam. 65+ scores are shaded green; 55-64 are shaded yellow. At the top of this row (S), the average score earned by a student is also displayed. 
After the student information is the distracter analysis. Starting at column AL and moving right, the information displayed links each exam question to a content strand, shares percentages of correct answers per question, and displays patterns of student knowledge on the exam. 
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These columns display the content information each question is linked to. 





This section shows you the question type (MC, CR, etc), question number, and the correct answer. 





For multiple choice questions, this section shows you the percentage of students who selected each answer choice.  The percentage of students who answered correctly is in the ‘check’ column.





This section displays individual student answer selections. Incorrect answers are shaded white. Answers that read ‘M’, ‘-‘, or ‘X’ mean students either left it blank or bubbled in more than one answer. Students who were registered for the exam but did not submit an answer sheet will not have information in this section. 
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
