Instructional Change Strategy (ICS)
Once an Inquiry Team feels it has sufficiently narrowed its students’ “common Issue” (by reviewing appropriate data sources) the next step is to consider what “instructional change strategy” (ICS) will be used to remedy the issue. Initially, it is important to hear what strategy everyone is currently using to address the issue and discuss its value (+/-) in terms of effectiveness. Then it is important to see what the current “research says” so when we select and/or modify a strategy we have a basis for belief it will be successful with our target population.
