    Four-Steps to Reading a Line Graph
1. Create a graph title: The Effect of (X) on (Y)

2. Divide line into sections (up, down, across)

3. Write: As (X) increases [for graph section] the (Y) increases/decreases/remains the same.

4. Explain:  Reason why or Reason for change?
	1. Compare data for questions that use “complete graphs” to questions that use “generalized graphs”. As you need to demonstrate that there is a difference in the success rate for complete (higher) and generalized graphs (lower).

2. The success rate of those questions with complete graphs can then serve as initial level that you wants student to achieve for generalized graph questions once the instructional change strategy has been introduced.
3. Evaluate students on use of strategy (rubric), change in success rate over time, and overall success on all graphing related questions.


	“Participation in a collaborative discussion”
	Three Different Strategies

1. Tell your Partner, Partner Explains, You Add

2. Write & Pass, Add Information, Report out

3. Questions Window : Clarify, Verify, Challenge, Connect to a larger idea/theme


	1. Evaluate students’ ability (rubric) to effectively participate in collaborative discussions in which they build on each others’ ideas, express their own ideas clearly and persuasively, draw evidence from provided/researched material, and connect ideas/thoughts to previous discussions and/or materials.
2. Evaluate students’ ability (rubric) to identify weak or faulty reasoning, summarize ideas, ask questions that expand or move the discussion forward, communicate to specific audiences, and make new connections as evidence is presented.

3. Participation Data: frequency, duration (amount), quality/appropriateness, level/type, protocol, preparation, products

     Editor’s Six Marks for Understanding

1. “Box” the main idea

2. “Circle” 2-3 key details/facts/evidence

3. “Double Underline” 

     outcome/effect/conclusion

4. Number any sequences/steps/procedure
5. “Arrows” to diagrams, graphs, tables or charts

6. “Balloon” your questions
	1. Before and after data for use of strategy that look specifically at questions that require reading comprehension skills.
2. Use previous high stakes assessment data from specific reading comprehension questions/problems.

3. Ongoing reading comprehension data for class assessments, common assessments  and predictive assessments
4. Evaluate students’ ability (rubric) to use editor’s marks for understanding to annotate the reading passage, connect to any question diagrams and ask higher order questions that connect ideas/concepts/themes
